Some people don’t want to believe God judges. They always will say God is love but forget that love is
also correction. God really wants us to judge ourselves, so He doesn’t have too. Just like the police would
prefer people not to commit crimes so they wouldn’t have to incarcerate people.

We can see that by examining the verse below it’s important to look at all verses regarding a subject
matter and not ignore the ones we don’t like. When we ignore some verses, we don’t have the whole
truth.

Psalm 119:160 AMPC. [160] The sum of Your word is truth [the total of the full meaning of all Your
individual precepts]; and every one of Your righteous decrees endures forever.

We can see in the verse below that in Isaiah's time there were also people who only wanted to hear
pleasant words and not about needing to change their behavior to avoid judgment (correction).

Below is an example of God’s judgment on ten elders of Israel, who with their negative evil report,
influenced the nation of Israel to believe God’s strength was insufficient to win the battles required to
settle the land of Canaan.

As for the men whom Moses sent to spy out the land and who returned and made all the congregation

grumble against him _ even those men who brought

out the very bad report of the land died by a plague before the Lord. Numbers 14:36-37 NASB1995

Some disasters like “Sodom and Gomorrah” are a judgement of God and some are not as Jesus describes
in Luke 13 below:

Luke 13:1-5 NASB1995. [1] Now on the same occasion there were some present who reported to Him
about the Galileans whose blood Pilate had mixed with their sacrifices. [2] And Jesus said to them, “Do
you suppose that these Galileans were greater sinners than all other Galileans because they suffered this
fate? [3] I tell you, no, but unless you repent, you will all likewise perish. [4] Or do you suppose that
those eighteen on whom the tower in Siloam fell and killed them were worse culprits than all the men
who live in Jerusalem? [5] | tell you, no, but unless you repent, you will all likewise perish.

We can see another example of Jesus giving a believer named Jezebel time to repent but she refused, so
he judged her with sickness.

Revelation 2:21-22 NKJV. [21] And | gave her time to repent of her sexual immorality, and she did not
repent. [22] Indeed | will cast her into a sickbed, and those who commit adultery with her into great
tribulation, unless they repent of their deeds.
